Barcelona
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Barcelona is one of the most remarkable of Spanish cities, perhaps because of its role as the capital of Catalonia and it has always been prominent in Spanish political affairs. Most things we shall want to see are in the old town which extends to the North West with fascinating 19th century residential architecture. (L'Eixample). Las Ramblas, the long tree-lined avenue with stalls and buskers, is always lively and, geographically, it divides the old town  with, on one side, the Barri Gotic, the mediaeval centre (where we shall see the Cathedral, La Seu, surrounded by narrow streets and old palaces. On the other side in La Ribera, is the Museo Picasso. In every area we find the fascinating buildings designed by Antoni Gaudi - the Casa Battlo, Casa Mila (La Pedrera), the yet-to-be-finished La Sagrada Familia, and the Parc Guell. A must is the glorious Art Nouveau international concert hall, the Palau de la Musica Catalana just off the impressive Placa de Catalunya, and we shall explore at least some of the museums of art and history.
