GRANADA, CORDOBA AND SEVILLE: In the Footsteps of the Moors, 

led by Mary Hawkins, 24 November – 1 December 2013
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There are many good reasons for visiting Islamic Spain - the great monuments such as the Alhambra in Granada, the mosque (Mezquita) in Cordoba and the Giralda Tower and Alcazar in Seville. By the 9th century, almost all Spain was Islamic - a situation which existed until the Christian advance ended in 1492 with the final surrender of the Arabs. These 3 cities reflect the Arab occupation, but there are also, in each, superb and interesting buildings of later dates - Granada's Cathedral houses the tombs of the Catholic Kings, Isabella and Ferdinand who unified Spain, and there are also the glorious gardens of the Generalife. In Seville there is the so-called House of Pilate and in the Museo del Bellas Artes, a superb collection of Spanish paintings.  Our travel between the cities will involve interesting journeys through beautiful Andalucia.  There are more places available for this tour, please get in touch if you are interested.
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NEW EXCITING TOUR TO ISTANBUL AND CAPPADOCIA

Cappadocia is a fascinating area with spectacular landscapes. They have incredible accommodation called ‘Cave Hotels’ which are built into the rocks.  The hotels are usually small and require an instant deposit to make a reservation.  If you are interested in this tour please let us know as soon as possible so that the necessary arrangements can be made in good time.

Cappadocia, in the Turkish region of central Anatolia, is the ancient land of the Hittites, later colonized by the Romans and where for hundred of years men dug into the soil to create houses and monasteries churches and cities. The tour focuses on highlights of the region such as Goreme Valley rock churches, Uchisar rock citadel, the Fairy Chimneys of Devrent Valley, the Byzantine chapels of the Ihlara Valley and the underground cities of Kaymakly and Derinkuyu.
