NEW GALLERY VISIT, 5th May 2012, British Museum, led by Dr William Sterling
Medieval to Modern: Changes in Techniques and Subjects
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The British Museum contains some of the finest examples of craftsmanship from Mediaeval and Modern Europe.  This tour covers developments in enamelling, glass decorating, ceramics and other media from the late Mediaeval period to about 1900.  Enamelling includes two of the few surviving examples of works commissioned by the Duc de Berry, the Royal Gold Cup and the Holy Thorn Reliquary plus examples of painted enamel by Leonard Limousin, one of the most celebrated of all Renaissance enamellers and a late nineteenth century set of Five Senses by Eugene Richet.  The glass includes Italian examples from the fourteenth and sixteenth centuries and the ceramics cover the whole period showing the development from Mediaeval tiles through Italian maiolica to the porcelain inspired by Chinese imports and Victorian tiles inspired by the Mediaeval ones.  Other materials looked at will include wood, gold, ivory and gems.
